The Purpose and Duties of the Gifted Advisory Committee  

The State of New Mexico requires districts and charter schools to have Gifted Advi-
sory Committees. CVCS’s committee must reflect the cultural diversity of our enrollment and 
comprise parents, community members, students, and school staff members knowledgeable and 
interested in gifted education. 

The Gifted Advisory Committee is not to be involved with any information on individual 
students but is required by law to do the following: 

 

1.  Regularly review the goals and priorities of the gifted program, including the operational 
plans for student identification, evaluation, placement, and service delivery.  

2.  Demonstrate support for the gifted program. 

3.  Provide information regarding the impact that cultural background, linguistic background, 
socioeconomic status and disability conditions within the community may have on the 
child referral, identification, evaluation and service delivery processes. 

4. Advocate for children who have been under-represented in gifted services due to cultural 
or linguistic background, socioeconomic status, or disability conditions, in order to ensure 
that these children have equal opportunities to benefit from services for gifted students.
